Mrs. Carrie Howard Oakes - Testimony

Mrs. Oakes being recalled testified on rebuttal as follows:
DIRECT EXAMINATION BY MR. TINCHER:

Mr.  Tincher : Mrs. Oakes calling your attention to the morning that your daughter left home the day after election the last time you seen her alive, I will ask you to state to the jury whether or not she had any bruises or marks upon her face?

Mrs. Oakes: She did not.

Mr.  Tincher: That is all.

CROSS EXAMINATION BY MR. SWINDALL?

Mr.  Swindall: How was she dressed when she went downtown about her head being covered? 

Mrs. Oakes: She had on a silk scarf on her head.

Mr.  Swindall: Over what part of her head?
Mrs. Oakes:  Just tied over her head.
Mr.  Swindall: Just how Mrs. Oakes, did it come over her face in any way?
Mrs. Oakes:  Just put over her head.
Mr.  Swindall: You don’t know whether it covered the side of her face or not?
Mrs. Oakes:  I don’t think it did.
Mr.  Swindall: Well how was it then?
Mrs. Oakes:  I think just over her ears and over her head.
Mr.  Swindall: You don’t think it come down by the side of her brow like a lady usually wears her scarf?
Mrs. Oakes:  There was no bruises there I know that.
Mr.  Swindall: When you saw her the last time, before she started down town, when was that?
Mrs. Oakes:  About ten o’clock.
Mr.  Swindall: Did you look at her carefully then?
Mrs. Oakes:  I looked at her of course.  I faced her at the breakfast table and could have seen them if there had been any bruises on her face.
Mr.  Swindall: You think you looked at her the day before that do you?

Mrs. Oakes:  Yes sir, she was with me all day that day.

Mr.  Swindall: All day the day before that?

Mrs. Oakes:  Yes sir.

Mr.  Swindall: And you never seen any black eye or bruised place on or about her face?

Mrs. Oakes:  No sir.

Mr.  Swindall: That is all. 
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
